Just to cite some examples,
take New York. From there you
take away memorics of sky-
scrapers. From Paris, the most
beautiful city in4he world, you
take away memories of beauti-
ful bouwlevards that have no par-
allel anywhere in the world.
Liondon you will find stecygl in
tradition: The changing ol the
guard at Buckingham Palace;
the Tower of London; Windsor
Castle; Stratford on Avon, etc

- In Budapest you may enjoy the
world-famous gipsy musiec, and
iff you’re not carcful a taste ol
- communism also. |

You may tour d]l the eities
of the world, they are all so

different. Like Mcxico  City,
where there is a  most  pro-
nounced Mexican atmosphere

and of course bull-figh'ts. You
won't get away from that one,
even though it's the cruellest
sport of all.

In Teokyo yeu will find
an exotic and oriental at-
mosphere. Just to walk up
the street s interesting,
but the most profound im-
pression you get s the
teeming millions of people,

I stood at Central Railway
Station one day for a couple
hours. ‘Here the electrie
trains icome in So close after
cach other that the people just
pour out of the station in one
continuoug stream. I saw more
people here in two hours than
we have in the whole of South-
land.

Hlong Kong and the
Netherlands both have a pop-
ulation of over 500 pcople per
square mile, Japan has 450, Now
Zealand 18.
